In terms of humanitarian assistance to national
income ratio, Turkey has achieved a ratio of 0.85%,
surpassing the target of 0.7% set by the United Nations and
fared better than a lot of developed countries.

have been constructed,
reconditioned and
equipped has become
300, while the number
of health personnel that
have been trained has
reached over 1,200.
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The number of people
who do not have
access to clean drinking
water in the world is
approximately 850
million. Between the
years of 2003-2016, we
drilled more than 1,000
water-wells.

As part of the TIKA’s
capacity improvement
programs, over 3,500
experts from various
occupational fields, mainly
security, justice, education
and diplomacy, received
training between the years
